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Theoretic Basis and Supporting Policies of Government
Procurement of Public Sports Service

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Abstract: By methods of literature and logic analysis, this article discusses government procurement of public sports service from
the perspective of new public management theory, public goods theory, third-party governance theory and the theory of civil so-
ciety, and then analyzes the supporting policies of government procurement of public sports service. The study suggests that so-
cial forces should be introduced in government procurement of public sports services in order to offer better service qualities. In
terms of policies, under the circumstances of the reform of the socialist market economic system, the construction of the system
of government procurement of public sports services should be attached with great importance and implemented actively. In prac-
tice some experiences has been accumulated. Procurement of buy sports public service is the necessary requirement of the trans-
formation of government functions.
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
